Uptown Station Office Building gets ahead of itself!

Uptown Station’s marketing department was taken by surprise recently. Their well-planned program to celebrate the start of construction was thrown out of whack by the speed that the development moving.  

Recent reports that concrete was being poured on the new office building being constructed in Phase 2 of Uptown Station got way ahead of plans for an official Ground Breaking.  Marketing Director Martin Owen said, “If we didn’t move fast we’d have to organize a topping out ceremony instead!”

The slow down in the construction business has helped to speed up the construction of the Uptown Station Office Building, which will add over 110,000 sq ft to Uptown.  Jay Odom says, “Construction trades are the most available and ready to move as I’ve ever seen in 20 years”

The new buildings, one single story and one three story, have been designed in a modern style to compliment the existing center providing up to 24 retail stores plus commercial office space. 

Okaloosa County’s Tax Collector and Tax Assessor’s office will move into the new building on completion. 

The massive amount of construction to date has not been highly visible because a lot of it is underground and at ground level. The entire conduit is finished to put all the overhead power lines underground. All storm-water, water and sewer infrastructure is complete.  Once the Sherwin-Williams Company relocates in October that building will come down to expose a new office building well on its way to completion, with the first tenants moving in May 2009.

Developer Jay Odom stated, “Other projects may have been held up by the economic downturn, but it has allowed us to make use of builders and resources that are hungry for work and are willing to push deadlines”

Landlord of Choice (Jay Odom’s Commercial Leasing Division) reports that leasing is going well for both retail and office space with Uptown becoming the true epicenter of Okaloosa County for mixed use developments including shopping, dining, office and entertainment. Number 1, Uptown Station will be the address everyone wants.

Also released today were final plans for the new Ross Dress for Less store at Uptown Station.  Ross Dress for Less new flagship store should open in February 2009.
